Contestants will be emailed and/or phoned with their heat day/time.

All contestants need to arrive to Main Stage 30 minutes before their scheduled heat.

Upon arrival, CD’s are to be handed to Sound Technician to be checked and scheduled.
Contestants with plug-ins for instruments must report to sound desk 1 hour prior to heat and
advise the co-ordinator upon entering the quest.

Those contestants with plug-ins, must bring their own leads and chords.

All contestants must be available to perform, if successful, in the Finals on Sunday May 1

Singers can use their own musical instruments or CD backing tracks to accompany them.
Backing tracks may have some backing vocals on them.

Contestants are not permitted to sing over an artist’s original recording or use tracks that have
been vocally reduced.

Music can be played in the form of: CD (CDR, not CD-RW) in Audio CD Format — no ipods,
mp3’s, VCD’s,DVD’s, CDG's or wave files please

CD’s must be labelled with: YOUR NAME — SONG NAME - TRACK NUMBER

If your song has a lead in, mark your cd with cue time (Count the seconds until the song starts)
There will be 4 corded microphones available, with stands.

Please be sure to make a note of the dates now, so you know you are available.

Please get your entry forms in ASAP as we have limited spaces.

If for any reason you are unable to appear at your scheduled time, you must phone the
coordinator at your earliest possible opportunity.

Bands in particular are required to register on time for sound checks and will be utilising the stage
P.A but own drum kit will need to be used. Please discuss band entry with co-ordinator regarding
any special requirements.
